Abstract

The article empirically reveals the need to diagnose the physical fitness of 1st year students at the
initial level through the use of the CONTREX system, which will determine the ways and methods of further
choice of specialization in the discipline "Elective courses in physical culture and sports". The purpose of
the study was to determine at the initial stage the level of physical fitness of students for designing an indi-
vidual specialization of motor activity. The positive results of the experiment showed the effectiveness and
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
